* A Student does excellent work that demonstrates original concepts, creativity in problem
solving techniques, thorough understanding of directions and ability to follow them, and
competency with the media. Projects are always neat and completed by the due date.

* B Student demonstrates a good understanding of the material, work is done carefully and
well but without showing the ability to synthesize and make connections.

* C Student indicates a good attempt to grasp principles and techniques, completes or partially
completes assignments, but shows little improvement in areas of weakness. Is interested in the
subject but does not show artistic creativity and/or technical proficiency with the media.

* D/F Student does minimal work, provides little indication of retained comprehension of
accumulated knowledge, does not do reading or writing assignments, does not show artistic
creativity and/or technical proficiency with the media.
